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3. Attendance Requirement 

Minimum percentage of attendance mandatory to appear for the University exam as well as Sessional exam is 80% for B.Pharm and 90% for Pharm D. 
Note:  
1. Minimum percentage is required separately for theory and practical in each subject.

2. Only those students who meet the above requirement in all the subjects each year will be eligible to appear for the annual University examination as well as the Sessional examination.

4. Leave:
Students who wish to avail leave for themselves should submit the leave application to their respective class coordinator. The coordinator will monitor the attendance and punctuality of students.

In case of irregular attendance, the parent of the student will be informed.  Disciplinary action will be taken if the reasons claimed by the student or his parent are not satisfactory.

A student who is abstaining from classes in one or more subjects (theory or practical) continuously for ten classes, without prior sanction of leave by the Principal will be terminated from the college   without any notice.
5. Punctuality
Students should be present in the classroom at the scheduled time.  A grace period of 5 minutes will be granted to the students and those students who come late by more than 5 minutes will attend the classes only with the written permission of the Principal.

6. Uniform: 

Students are expected to wear the uniform while coming to the college.  A fine of Rs. 50/- per day will be levied as penalty for not wearing uniform / overcoat.
7. Library: 
Students should make the utmost use of the library facilities. A minimum of 2 books can be taken from the library for not more than 7 days. Library will be open from 8.00 A.M. to 12.00 Midnight through out the year. Locker system is provided in the Central library. The locker can be given to the students for one day. The key for the locker is available with the librarian. The same can be obtained by showing the college identity card.
8. Practical Classes:

A practical handbook will be supplied for each subject, which will give details of each practical.  It is advised that students come to the practical classes after reading the books and referring additional books for the theoretical principles. Observation, reading, calculation and result of each practical should be recorded in the observation book and on the next day it should be written in the fair record book and the teacher will value the record.  Marks will be given for each exercise which will form the basis of internal assessment mark for record work.

Costly glass apparatus and equipments are being supplied to the students and the market price of each item will be levied from those who break the glass wares or instruments.  For this a breakage register will be maintained.

Fine will also be levied from those who misuse weighing balances, weight boxes, instruments etc,
9. Ragging:

I. Introduction

WHAT IS RAGGING?

“Any disorderly, whether by words spoken or written, or by an act which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness any other student, indulging in rowdy or undisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise apprehension thereof in a fresher or a junior student or asking the students to do any act or perform something which such student will not in the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of a fresher or a junior student” Hon'ble Supreme court.
Thus, ragging includes:

· Act of physical and sexual abuse, homosexual assault, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any other danger to health.

· Act of abuse by spoken words, emails, snail-mails, public insults, perverted pleasures, vicarious or sadistic feel from actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to others

· Exploiting the services of junior students for completing the academic tasks by the seniors. 

· Act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure

· Any act that affects the mental health and self confidence of students

Terms of Punishment of Ragging

Categories of ragging and punishment

 a. Verbal Ragging:

When senior causes mental harassment, discomfort for the junior by forcing him/her to answer unacceptable/personal quest ions, dance, dance, sign, etc. is said to rag the junior. It also includes within its ambit cyber ragging.
· Punishment: 1 year imprisonment or fine or both

  b. Severe Verbal Ragging:

Where the mental harassment, discomfort is to such an act as forces the junior to withdraw from the college
· Punishment: 7 year imprisonment with fine.

  c. Physical: 

Any act by the senior towards the junior which inflicts bodily injury on the junior. Like beating the junior, hitting him/her with objects etc. 

· Punishment : Punishment : 7 year imprisonment with fine.


d. Sexual Ragging:

where the senior asks the junior to do an act which damages sexual dignity of the junior.
· Punishment: 7 year rigorous imprisonment and fine.

II. In order to prevent Ragging the following measures are enforced
A. To provide assurance to the applicants of the course that the campus will be a ragging- free campus by publishing all the measures in prospectus and application form 
B. To constantly monitor the college, the hostel and the campus
C. To award extreme punishment to the offenders
D. To provide a fearless atmosphere to the freshers to report any case of ragging
E. To Educate the seniors, freshers and the parents about Ragging, its ill effects and consequences
F. To provide the phone numbers (including mobile phone numbers) of the concerned faculty members so that reporting of ragging cases becomes easy
G. Also to publicize the fact that complaints can be made directly to the police
III. To execute the above objectives the following committees have been formed

a). Appellate Body

      The appellate body will take the final decision on any punishment awarded for ragging in the college.  A convicted student along with his/her parent can apply to the appellate body for revision of the case disposed by the Anti Ragging Committee of the College

Sessional Exams:

Sessional exams will be conducted as per the dates mentioned in the Academic Calendar.

a. If any of the mentioned dates happens to be a holiday, the examination of that day will be conducted on the next available working day.
b. There will not be any class during theory examination but, theory classes will be held during practical examinations.  

c. Updated practical record should be submitted during the sessional practical examination for evaluation.
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR SESSIONAL EXAMINATION

i. Students are directed to attend all the four and three sessional examinations of B. Pharm and Pharm D course respectively without fail.
ii. The reason for the absence during sessional examination must be explained through a written letter to the Principal by the parent or guardian (Foreign students) of the student.

iii. Inside the examination hall students are not allowed to bring calculator (except for biostatistics), cell phones, pagers and digital diaries etc.

iv. Those who fail to get more than 35% of average in sessional marks will be debarred from appearing the University examination as per letter no. Lr.No. DCDI (1)/39435/06 from the Registrar, The Tamilnadu Dr. MGR Medical University, Chennai.

v. The failures of University examinations, who wish to improve the internal assessment marks in that particular subject are advised to meet the subject in-charge to attend improvement sessional examinations by paying the prescribed fee as mentioned in the notifications.

11. Duration of the Course: 

Duration of the course is 4 years for B. Pharm and six years for Pharm D. However the candidate should complete the course (B. Pharm) within 8 years incase of carry over.

12. Minimum Marks for a Pass in the University Examination:
50% marks in the University Theory Exam


50% marks in the University Practical Exam

50% marks in the aggregate of a subject

13. Break System for B.Pharm and Pharm D: 
B.Pharm

To have a break system in UG – B. Pharmacy course at third year level as per the Lr. No. DCD (2) / 34107 / 09 -1 dated 22.12.2009. Resolved that the Break system in B.Pharmacy from the academic year 2009 – 2010 onwards. The I and II year subjects should be passed before entering into the final year. If the candidate fails in more than two subjects of the III year, it is a break. Before writing the final year examination, all the subjects of III year should be completed.
Pharm D

As the the Lr. No. DCD (2) / 25911 / 09 dated 14.05.2010 following are the regulations for break system in Pharm D course.

a) The candidate is permitted to carry over two I year subjects (Excluding Remedial Maths / Biology) to the II year, but should have passed all the I year subjects before admission to the III Year. In addition, the papers in Remedial Maths and Biology of the I year, the candidates can carry these subjects to the higher academic years even if they fail in the I year but should pass the same before appearing for the IV year exams.

b. The candidate is permitted to carry over two II year subjects to III year, but should have passed the II year subjects before admission to the IV year.

c. The candidate is permitted to carry over two III year subjects to IV year, but should have passed the III year subjects before admission to the V year.

d. The candidate is permitted to carry over tow IV year subjects to V year, but should have passed the subjects before admission to the VI year (Internship). 

14. Registration:

All candidates admitted to I B.Pharm, II B.Pharm (Lateral Entry), I Pharm D and Pharm D Post Baccalaureate should enroll and register in the University by December 2010. Necessary registration form may be obtained from the office and must be duly filled and submitted.

15. University Examination:

Application for University Examination should be filled and submitted along with the examination fee at the required time.

16. Counseling of Students 

In order to provide individual attention and guidance to students in academic and non–academic matters, counseling units will function.  A maximum of 8 students will be allotted to each teacher and the students can obtain guidance and proper advice from that teacher.

17. Hostels:
